MAYOR PAUL FINLEY

Police Chief Muncey announced that for the second year in a row, the Madison City
Police Department has been chosen as a finalist for the International Association of Chiefs of
Police (IACP) Community Policing award.

Police Chief Muncey also updated on a community disposal of outdated or unwanted
prescription drugs that was held last weekend. This Drug Take Back program collected over
275 pounds of pills.

Chief Muncey also reported that two police officers apprehended three suspects after
an armed robbery on Madison Boulevard today.

Mayor Finley advised Council that online sales tax remittals are increasing. The City
has gone from online collections in the amount of $25,000 in April to $425,000 that was
submitted online in September.

Mayor Finley also advised that the Madison County Satellite office that will be located
in the old O’ Bryans building should be ready for operation sometime before February 1st of
2012,

Mayor Finley updated Council that the new trash routes started today. Schedules are
posted on the City’s website.
