UPDATE ON SPECIAL EVENTS ORDINANCE 

City Attorney Butler updated Council on the progress on revisions to the 

Special Events ordinance. Attorney Butler advised Council of the purpose of the 

rewrite, outlined requirernents to be included and proposed changes to the 

existing ordinance. Attorney Butler and City Clerk Williard will also discuss this 

issue with the City's insurance carrier. 

CIP UPDATE 

City Engineer Gary Chynoweth updated Council on the current capital 
improvement plan and projects, discussed funding for a future capital improvement plan, 
which projects could be removed from the current plan and projects to be included in a 
future plan other than roads and drainage projects.
